Fire at the Aurora Project 
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  Fire in the storage facility of the Aurora House

FOR IMMEDIATE RELEASE:

On the morning of August 25, 2011, Aurora Project, Inc. (Aurora House), a supportive housing program for homeless women and children, located at 1035 N. Superior St. suffered a devastating loss.

The storage facility used to store the donations of Aurora House and the Elm St. Learning Center (ELC) sustained significant damage when a fire broke out there and then spread to the neighboring structures. Fortunately, all Aurora residents and staff were able to evacuate safely and there were no injuries; however, the storage facility and all of its contents (clothing, appliances, tools, linens, etc.) were destroyed.  The fire also spread to the Aurora House which sustained significant fire, water and smoke damage, necessitating the relocation of families and staff.  In addition, the ELC, which houses Aurora’s computer lab and is also used for storage, was damaged by fire and smoke. All office supplies, gifts and residents’ personal items were a total loss. The current estimated loss is $350,000.
Due to the significant loss of property, Aurora is seeking contributions to replace the items destroyed in the fire.  Of immediate need is the following:
